What is the “Adopt a Uniform” 
Campaign?

     In 2008, the Athol High School Band 
Director and Athol-Royalston Middle 
School Band Director started discussions 
about the purchase of uniforms for the High 
School and Middle School marching bands.
     Following the initial meetings, we 
approached Fruhauf Band Uniform 
Company about producing a proto-type of 
the new uniform. 
      What was finally decided on for the 
High School is: Plain black pants. The jacket  
has black sleeves with a red front. A silver 
sash with black trim will run diagonally 
from the right shoulder to left hip with 
“ATHOL” written in black block letters 
outlined in red. The collar and epaulets will 
also be black with a silver border. On the left  
breast will be a picture of a “Red Raider” 
head dress. The word “RED” will be above 
the head dress and the word “RAIDERS” 
will be below. Each sleeve will have 
“ATHOL, MA” embroidered on it in black 
satin thread.
     We are currently in the process of raising 
money for the purchase of 100 uniforms, in 
hopes of being able to raise the required 
funds in time to bring our new look to the 
field in fall 2010!!!
     With a price tag of $30,000.00, this is an 
ambitious goal!!! In short, we need your 
help to make this a reality! 
     We have earmarked everything made 
from our Tupperware fundraiser to the 
purchase price of the new uniforms, but are 
going to need our community to help 
support our kids.
     These are kids that take the time away 
from their busy schedules to practice and be 
successful in such other events as Concerts, 
Parades, District Festivals, and the Quabbin 
Valley Music Festival. In the past several 
years, we have had several of our students 

go on to participate in bands at the college level 
and several who are currently majoring in 
music. These are students who deserve our 
support!
